WHEREAS, the Gooding County Ambulance District has met the notice and hearing requirements in Idaho Code §63-802(1)(f) to reserve the current year’s increase in the forgone amount; and,

WHEREAS, the Gooding County Ambulance District intends to reserve $264.00 of its current year’s increase in allowable forgone amount.
